NOTICE IS GIVEN pursuant to Chapters 2254 and 2269 of the Texas Government Code and other authority that Bandera County, Texas (“County”), on August 25, 2022, by and through its Commissioners Court (“Commissioners Court”), approved and issued its RFQ No. 22 1877, (“RFQ”) the Bandera County, Texas’s Request for Qualifications for Architectural and Other Professional Services for  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 the procurement of architectural and other professional services (including engineering services) regarding the design, renovation,  restoration, new construction, operation, and maintenance of a visitors center, to be constructed on certain County-owned real property located in Bandera County, Texas as hereafter described. 

The County is engaged in a public facility and public works project (“Project”) for the  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 ADVANCE \d 0design, renovation, restoration, new construction, operation, and maintenance of an auxiliary county building, same being the proposed  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1VISITORS’ CENTER COMPLEX AT 202 12th STREET, BANDERA TEXAS WHICH WILL INCORPORATE THE 1877 COURTHOUSE AND 1881 JAIL BUILDING CURRENTLY LOCATED AT THAT ADDRESS (“Project”) to be constructed on certain County-owned real property located in Bandera County, Texas as hereafter described:  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Lots 79 and 80, Range XIII on the town map of Bandera, Texas, containing 0.638 acres  the aforesaid Property referred to as the “Property” in this instrument and the RFQ.  The Property currently is comprised of land, existing buildings or structures, parking areas, and grounds, as more particularly described in the RFQ. 
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The County requires for the Project the professional services of an Architect (and other ADVANCE \u 0professional services, including engineering servicesADVANCE \d 0) ADVANCE \u 0with demonstrated competence ADVANCE \d 0

ADVANCE \u 0and ADVANCE \d 0experience with the design, construction, use, operation, repair, and maintenance of public historical buildings in Texas, and with familiarity regarding the relevant and applicable laws, standards, and regulations pertaining to those types of buildings. The selected Architect shall be requested to timely perform the following services for the Project, in compliance with applicable federal, state, and local law, including but not limited to: (1) the responsibilities and services described in AIA Document B101-2017 (a copy of which is attached as an RFQ Exhibit) including basic services (including schematic design, design development, construction documents, procurement, and construction), supplemental services, and additional services relating to ( SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1a) as a preliminary matter, the potential renovation and restoration of one or more buildings, structures, or other improvements located on the Property, and the overall  site preparation of the Property for the Project, and (b) the design, new construction, completion, and post-construction phases of the proposed Project on the Property (2)  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 analysis and recommendations regarding all issues which may contribute to or affect the safe and efficient use of the Property, and the use of the buildings, structures, or other improvements now existing and/or to be constructed on the Property for the Project;(3) analysis and recommendations regarding cost estimates, for the Project; (4) construction, post-construction, and completion phase services to the County regarding construction and contract documents, procurement, negotiated proposals for contractors or consultants, evaluation of construction work, and other construction, post- construction, and completion phase services requested by the County for the Project.

The procurement of an Architect for the Project will be conducted pursuant to the ranking and contract negotiation procedure described by Chapters 2254 and 2269 of the Texas Government Code and other authority.  The Response submitted by an Architect for the Project will provide all information necessary for evaluation and ranking by the Commissioners Court, as required by the RFQ.  Pursuant to section 2254.003 of the Texas Government Code and other authority, the County will select an Architect for the Project on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications to perform the requested services for the Project, pursuant to the evaluation criteria described in the RFQ, and for a fair and reasonable price.

●  Deadline for Response Submission -- A Response to the RFQ shall be addressed and timely delivered (by mail, courier, or hand-delivery) on or before November 4, 2022 at 4:00 p.m. County local time, to the aforesaid County Judge at:  (1) [for courier or hand-delivery only] his physical office address being Office of the County Judge, Bandera County, Texas, Bandera County Courthouse, 500 Main Street, First Floor, Bandera, Texas 78003; or (2) [for mail-in delivery only] his mailing office address being Office of the County Judge, Bandera County, Texas, P.O. Box 877, Bandera, Texas 78003.  Responses delivered after that deadline are subject to rejection by the County.  
●  Response Opening Date -- Responses timely delivered to the County shall be opened and read aloud by the Commissioners Court at a public meeting, said public meeting to occur on November 10, 2022 at 10:00 a.m. County local time, at the Bandera County Courthouse, 500 Main Street, Bandera, Texas 78003.  Responses will be reviewed, discussed, deliberated, and formally ranked by the Commissioners Court at the aforesaid or a subsequent public meeting date, as allowed by law, pursuant to the procedure described in the RFQ.  
Please refer to the RFQ for a more detailed description of:  (1) all requirements regarding the form, scope, content and delivery of a timely Response to the RFQ; (2) the Response evaluation criteria, Architect selection procedure, and contract negotiation procedure required by the RFQ; (3) the scope of professional services sought by the County for the Project; and (4) the Property for the Project. The County will not reimburse a Respondent for any costs incurred as a result of the issuance of the RFQ, a submitted Response, or the award or non-award of a contract.  The County shall give public notice of and actions on or regarding the RFQ as required by law.  
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
